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ABSTRACT

In this essay/manuscript/paper, the formatting requirements for the pre-conference events of FIFATF-2025, which are being conducted under the aegis of Hindi Vikas Samiti, are described. The essay should strictly be on Traditional Foods of GI Importance. Some recommendations on writing for a worldwide readership are offered. Please review this document to learn about the formatting of text, table captions, references, and the method to include the indexing information. An abstract not exceeding 300 words should appear on the top of the first page, after the title of the essay /paper/manuscript in a section titled "ABSTRACT" (without section number), after the names of the authors.
KEYWORDS: 4 - 8 keywords, may include the ingredient name or process name
1 INTRODUCTION

It is expected that participants will submit carefully written and proofread material. Careful checking for spelling and grammatical errors should be performed. The content of the essay/mnuscrip should have more than 3 pages in single spacing.
The Essay or the Manuscript should clearly describe the background of the subject, the author's work, including the descriptions of the importance of the work. Manuscripts should be prepared in Hindi with an English version of it for full consideration, and SI units must be used. Technical terms should be explained unless they are considered to be known to the pre-conference community or the Rajbhasha Hindi Cell/Rajbhash Hindi Vikas Samiti. 

2 paper format

The uniform appearance will assist to avoid any ambiguity. It is therefore suggested to authors to use the example of this file to construct their essay. This essay should be written in MS Word A4 Size paper with 25 mm margins left, right, top and bottom.

All text paragraphs should be single spaced, with first line intended by 10 mm. Double spacing should only be used before and after headings and subheadings as shown in this example. Position and style of headings and subheadings should follow this example. No spaces should be placed between paragraphs.
2.1 Header, Footer, Page Numbering

Authors are asked to replace the "XXX" number (with the essay or manuscript code that was assigned when the essay or manuscript was accepted for competition) on the header of the first page and on the footer of other pages in order to set a unique page number in the final version of their report or proceedings.

2.2 Fonts

Papers should use 11-point Times New Roman font if English, Krutidev 10 or Mangal font for Hindi. The styles available are bold, italic and underlined. It is recommended that text in figures should not smaller than 10-point font size.

2.3 Tables and Figures

Figure captions and table headings should be sufficient to explain the figure or table without needing to refer to the text. Figures and tables not cited in the text should not be presented. The following is an example for Table 1.

Tables and figures should be placed close after their first reference in the text. All figures and tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals. Table headings should be centred above the tables. Figure captions should be centred below the figures as shown in Fig. 1.

2.4 References

It is not mandatory to quote the references, concept and descriptions are more important. But proper references may substantiate the winner's claim, which may be included throughout the text, and the list of references must be provided in this section. The references inserted in the text and the list of references must be done as follow:

Reference citations: Citations in the main body, appendices, tables and figures are to be made using the last name of the author (both authors when only two; first author plus et al. when more than two). Example: "... as previously shown (Jones et al., 1989)," or "... as shown by Jones et al. (1989)." For two or more papers published in the same year by the same author(s), add a, b, c, etc. to the year such as (1980a) or (1980b) and cite jointly as Jones et al. (1980a, b).

List of references: List all cited references (including citations in tables, figures and appendices) in alphabetical order according to the first-named author. The titles of papers, patents and books or monograph chapters and the initial and final page numbers are to be included. Abbreviations of journal names should conform to the usage of Chemical Abstracts. Example for journal papers, book/monograph sections or chapters, and conference proceedings are given the reference section at the end of this document.
Referencing websites: With the increasing availability of useful information that can be found on the internet, website references must also be reported. At the end of the reference list, make a separate section of websites and the date consulted. However, to avoid very long website addresses, these references should be referred as Web-1, Web-2, etc. For example, in body of the report: “… it was shown that the heat transfer coefficient of nanofluids increased by 40% (Web-1) …”. In the reference list, provide the list of websites with the numeral values used in the text.
3 SUBMITTING THE Paper

The full-length essay / manuscript for participation in the pre-event competition has to be submitted electronically via the website with the provided link under the pre conference event of FIFATF-2025 conference (https://sliet.co.in/pre-conference-events/).
4 PRE Conference proceedings

The selected unique essays/manuscripts are compiled into the conference Proceedings after their rigorous peer review process in a Book with ISBN.

Conclusions should state concisely the most important propositions of the paper as well as the author’s views on the practical implications.

1. Description of the Product

· Ingredients used.

· Method of preparation.

· Physical, chemical, or organoleptic properties.

· Special characteristics related to its geographical origin.

2. Geographical Area

· The specific region or location where the product is traditionally produced.

· Map showing the geographical boundaries.

· Description of environmental factors (climate, soil, water, etc.) that influence the product.

3. Historical Background

· Evidence of traditional use.

· References in literature, records, or local practices.

· Duration of production in the region.

4. Proof of Origin

· How the product is linked to the region.

· Why the geographical location is essential for the product’s uniqueness.

5. Production Process

· Detailed step-by-step method of manufacturing or preparation.

· Tools or techniques unique to the region.

6. Quality Standards

· Any existing standards, grades, or certifications.

· How the product’s quality is maintained and monitored.

7. Market and Usage

· Existing buyers, distribution networks, or export potential.

· Traditional or cultural significance (festivals, rituals, etc.).
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
